10. If present, garbage disposal must be maintained in working condition.

11. All plumbing fixtures (sinks, toilets, etc.) must be in working condition.

13. All systems, devices and equipment to detect fire or smoke, actuate an alarm or suppress or control a fire
shall be properly maintained.

14. Existing fire suppression systems (sprinklers) are to be certified by either the Warwick Township Fire
