MANAGER’S REPORT:


Open Space Funding (exhibit)


Ms. Weniger reminded that the referendum was passed to borrow up to $7,000,000 for open space.  We have been working with property owners and in the next few weeks will need the money.  Ms. Weniger is asking for authorization to start the process of borrowing the money for the open space projects.  


Ms. Algeo asked who does that.  Ms. Weniger and Mary Eberle, Township Solicitor do this together.  Ms. Weniger asked the Board if they had a preference for the way to do the bidding, whether is should be the old fashioned way or internet bidding.  Ms. Algeo and Mr. Thompson felt we did well with the internet bidding.

2007 Road Materials Bid (exhibit)


Ms. Weniger presented the 2007 Road Materials Bid through the Bucks County Consortium.  Eureka Stone Quarry is recommended by the Public Works Director for Warwick’s road materials.

Motion by Mr. Thompson to approve Eureka Stone Quarry as low bidder on the 2007 Road Materials Consortium bid, as recommended by the Public Works Director.

ASSISTANT MANAGER:

Warwick Meadows III (LD 07-01) (exhibit)


Tom Scott presented this matter for two flex space buildings to be constructed at the Mearns Road Business Campus site.  Mr. Scott noted that the Warwick Planning Commission, after review, had recommended that the Board of Supervisors grant preliminary approval per CKS review, staff review and verification of zoning from the neighboring municipality.  Mr. Scott noted that the plan has been revised since the Planning Commission review.


Ed Chadrow, Charter Engineers was present for applicant and gave an overview of this project.  Mr. Chadrow referred to CKS’ letter, dated March 13, 2007.  


#1   – will comply


#10 – applicant notes loop road will be constructed as part of plan approval prior to 


the issue of any building permits for lot #3 


Dave Connell, Township Engineer, noted item #10 is due to relatively large trucks  maneuvering on this lot and that he is satisfied with applicant’s statement to complete the loop prior to building permits for lot 3.


#13 -  applicant will formally ask for a waiver of this requirement.


#18 -  applicant will comply


Mr. Connell explained that in his letter there were eighteen (18) items and we have spoken about four (4) this evening, noting that all the other items have been properly addressed.  Mr. Connell also offered a brief summary of the history of this project as response to Ms. Algeo’s question of why this was designed as 5 lots.  


Mr. Thompson asked about runoff.  Mr. Connell noted there is a substantial basin and this plan has an underground storm water system to an underground basin.  Mr. Thompson asked about purifying the water.  Mr. Connell reported that per NPDES regulations, there are maintenance requirements and the maintenance onus is on the owner of the facility.  The Township retains the authority to inspect from time to time and make sure the owner is responsibly maintaining and repairing as necessary.  


Mr. Thompson asked about off street parking.  Mr. Scott explained the parking is currently based on square footage and that it was better to be stated on the plan since we do not know what will happen in the future.  Applicant noted that the buildings are sprinklered.  Mr. Thompson asked about the setback requirements.  Mr. Connell explained that issue came up at the Planning Commission and this has been verified with Northampton Township that this has been zoned and used as industrial on the Northampton side of the property line.
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Ms. Algeo talked about the Bucks County Planning Commission letter dated February 20, 2007 and their comments regarding the landscape plan with plantings not permitted in our zoning.  Applicant will comply.  Mr. Thompson asked about the trip generation traffic study.  Mr. Connell feels even if there were traffic studies to show there would be 20% more cars, he may be hard pressed to make recommendations for additional work at that intersection.  Mr. Connell believes the intersection can handle this.  Applicant reminds that a good portion of Mearns Road was widened as part of the lot 2 project.  Mr. Thompson asked about a note regarding H16.  Tom Scott said staff believes H16, as quantified by the zoning ordinance, should be reproduced on the plan. 

Motion by Mr. Thompson to grant Warwick Meadows III preliminary approval, subject to:

· Planning department letter, dated March 16, 2007; 

· Bucks County Planning Commission letter, dated February 20, 2007; 

· CKS review letter, dated March 13, 2007;

· building permits will not be issued until the 30’ wide loop road is



constructed.

Second to motion by Ms. Algeo,

SOLICITOR REPORT:

Cornell lot 13 and lot 14 (no exhibit) 


Mary Eberle, Township Solicitor, reported that at the last meeting the Board of Supervisors authorized execution of the development agreement for Cornell lot 13 and lot 14, Warwick Business Campus.  Ms. Eberle said they only provided us with two development agreements and we prefer more for distribution so Ms. Eberle has brought more.


Angely Development Agreement- (exhibit)


Mary Eberle, Township Solicitor, presented the Angely Development Agreement and the Memorandum of the Development Agreement.  This project anticipates a letter of credit, so there is no financial security agreement involved.  

Motion by Mr. Thompson to authorize execution of the Angely Development Agreement.
