CALL TO ORDER:
The Warwick Township Board of Supervisors’ April 11, 2005 public work session meeting, held at Warwick Township Administration Office, 1733 Township Greene, Jamison, PA., was called to order at 7:00 p.m., by Chair, Judith Algeo, who then led attendees in the pledge of allegiance.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Chair Algeo announced that the Board of Supervisors had met in Executive Session prior to this evening’s meeting to discuss personnel and real estate matters.

CITIZEN COMMENTS:   

(      John Pallidino, Mountain View, commented about the posted speed limit on Guinea Lane.  Chair Algeo advised the Township is working with Warrington Township on this matter.

WORK SESSION ITEMS:   


Chief Joseph Costello – 25 Years of Service Award


Chair Algeo, on behalf of Warwick Township, presented Police Chief Joseph Costello with a plaque marking his 25 years of service in the Warwick Township Police Department, citing his exemplary service to the Township. 


Award 2005 Road Improvement Bid

Dave Connell of CKS advised the Board that bids for improvements to Brook Lane and Sunrise Way and parts of Mountain View had been received and opened. After discussion regarding high bid prices and scope of work, Mr. Thompson requested opportunity to read the specs in their entirety.  Upon receiving the bid spec book, Mr. Thompson moved to table the bid award to the 5/2/05 Board of Supervisors meeting.  
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Motion by Mr. Thompson to table the 2005 Roadway Improvement Bid Award to the May 2, 2005 public meeting.

Second to motion by Mr. Parrish.


Chair Algeo invited comment or discussion.  There being none, the vote was called.

Motion passed unanimously.


Draft of Proposed Village Center II Zoning Ordinance Amendment

Township Manager, Gail Weniger, advised the Board that the staff had generated a draft Village Center II zoning ordinance amendment and presented it to the Board for discussion.  The Board proposed changes to the draft and directed the staff to incorporate them into a revised draft to be considered for authorization for distribution at the next meeting. 


Policy Discussion for Requests to Accept Dedication of Private Roads 


Township Manager Gail Weniger advised the Township has received a request from the homeowners association of York Town Condominium Association to accept dedication of the streets in York Town which are presently owned and maintained by the association.  Roadmaster Robert Merrick presented information to the Board on requirements that PennDOT has qualifying a dedicated street as a public street.  This designation allows the Township to participate in the State Aid funds available for maintenance.  Mr. Merrick concluded that the streets in the Yorktown community would not qualify. After discussion, the Board directed the staff to research whether or not rights of way exists for the streets within York Town. 


Quick Response Service – Program Approval / Funding Request

Emergency Management Coordinator, Lt. Mark Goldberg, presented the details of the Quick Response Service program to the Board.  The program will allow working police officers, certified as EMTs, to be the first line of response in medical emergency calls.  Currently, three officers are certified and Lt. Goldberg includes the plan to have a fourth officer trained.  This service would allow for a QRS service to be in effect approximately 60% of the time 


After discussion, the Board moved to approve the program.  The program funding, presented as under $5,000 total for the year, will be addressed by a budget amendment consideration at the next meeting.

Motion by Mr. Thompson to support the implementation of the QRS program by the Warwick Police Department as presented by Lt. Goldberg, Emergency Management Coordinator.  

Second to motion by Mr. Parrish. 


Chair Algeo invited comment or discussion.  There being none, the vote was called.

Motion passed unanimously.
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
Stover Street Parking


Police Chief Joseph Costello advised the Board that the Township had received a request from the Stover Mill homeowners association to limit the on-street parking on Stover Street.  After Chief Costello presented his conclusions to the Board, the matter was discussed with members of the Stover Mill association board. The Board directed staff to generate an ordinance draft to establish parking restrictions on Stover Street to be considered at a future Board meeting. 


Moland House – Request for Funding for Spring House Restoration 


David Mullen of the Historical Association presented a request to the Board for funding for restoration of the spring house on the Moland House site.  After discussion the Board moved to allocate $20,000 a year for three years beginning in 2006 to fund the project.

Motion by Mr. Thompson to allocate $20,000 a year for three (3) years, to fund the Moland House spring house restoration, beginning in 2006.

Second to motion by Mr. Parrish.


Chair Algeo invited comment or discussion.  There being none, the vote was called.

Motion passed unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS:
(      Joseph Gambone asked the Board to discuss a proposal he has for developing the Hahn parcel on Almshouse Road.  Mr. Gambone made his presentation and the Board informally discussed the matter.
